NeedRecipe
to Use Those
HareBoiled Eggs?

Spring Pasta with Asparagus and Ham

Ths. butter

Ths. finely chopped onion

Ths. flour

cups milk

cup grated Parmigiano-Reggiano cheese

0zs. pasta (penne, penne rigate, conchiglie, etc.)
0zs. asparagus, trimmed, cut into %2-inch pieces
cup tiny green peas, thawed if frozen

cup coarsely chopped carrots

cup shredded smoked ham

eggs, hard-cooked, peeled and chopped

cup grated fontina cheese (about 4 0zs.)

1. Preheat oven to 350°F. Melt the butter in a large
saucepan over medium heat. Add the onion and ook,
stirring, until golden, about 5 minutes. Whisk in the flour
until smooth and cook, stirring, for 2 minutes. Gradually
whisk in the milk, bring to a boil, stirring, and cook until
thickened, about 10 minutes. Stir in the Parmigiano-
Reggiano and remove from the heat. Set aside.

2. Cook the pasta in a large pot of boiling salted water for
6 minutes. Add the asparagus, peas, and carrots and cook
until the pasta is firm to the bite, 2 to 3 minutes more.
Drain.

3. Add the pasta and vegetables and the ham to the cheese
sauce. Transfer half the mixture to a 2-quart baking dish.
Top with half the hard-cooked eggs. Spoon the remaining
pasta on top. Add the remaining eggs and sprinkle with the
fontina.

4. Bake until the top is golden, about 25 minutes. Serve
immediately.

Makes 4 Servings.

Vary the vegetables according to the season or omit the
ham to make this a meatless entrée for two.
